Pursuant to the provisions of the Public Building Authorities Act of 1971, as

amended, codified as Title 12, Chapter 10, Tennessee Code Annotated, and pursuant to
Tennessee Code Annotated, Title 12-9-101, et seq., which authorizes public agencies to
enter into interlocal cooperative agreements, the undersigned governmental entities do
hereby intend to create a public building authority pursuant to said Acts and do hereby

certify as follows:

The purposes of which the Authority is being organized are, among others,
the operation of the Rail Trail Authority to be known as the Tennessee
Central Heritage Rail Trail Authority; the operation and ownership of
the Rail Trail Authority which shall include all necessary constructing,
acquiring, improving, repairing, renovating, extending, equipping,
fumishing, operating, maintaining and managing such equipment,
trailheads, trails, locomotives, rail cars, right-of-ways, rails, and managing
any one or more “projects” as defined in the Act, within or without the
County of Putnam, including the power to demolish existing structures, as
provided in the Act; the borrowing of funds to carry out any of its purposes
and powers with respect to any such project or projects and the lending of
funds for any such purpose; the lending of funds to municipal corporations
in Tennessee, including Tennessee cities, counties and utility districts, for
the purpose of financing any undertaking that is eligible to be financed by
bonds, notes, interim certificates or other obligations issued pursuant to law
by any such municipal corporation, the State of Tennessee, or any agency,
authority, branch, bureau, commission, corporation, department, or
instrumentality thereof and execution of loan agreements and leases with
such municipal corporations in connection with such lending of funds; and
the exercise of any and all powers conferred by the laws and statutes of the

State of Tennessee, including the Act.

The Authority shall have ten (10) members, all of whom shall have such
qualifications, terms and duties as provided in the Act, as heretofore or

hereafter amended.
The duration of the Authority is perpetual.

The Authority shall be a public nonprofit corporation and public
instrumentality of the governmental entities, the City of Cookeville,
Tennessee; the City of Algoed, Tennessee; the Town of Monterey,
Tennessee; and Putnam County, Tennessee, as provided in the Act, but
shall have no power to obligate any of said govemmental entities in any

way, as provided in the Act.

The Authority, as a public nonprofit corporation and public
instrumentality of the governmental entities, shall not assume
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
