WHEREAS, the Putnam County Commission deems it necessary to adopt the said
amendments to the Adult-Oriented Registration Act of 1998, as amended by Public Acts 2005,
Chapter 79; Public Acts 2006, Chapter 943 and Public Acts 2008, Chapter 1085, and any
subsequent amendments to the Adult-Oriented Registration Act of 1998, Tennessee Code
Annotated §7-51-1101, et seq.;
